Clivia Auctions 

Some sought after/prized Clivia specimens will be on offer at two auctions of a different format – a Live Auction and a Silent Auction. 

The Live Auction

Date: Saturday 9th September 2006

Venue: Lapa of Forensic Science Laboratory off Pretoria Road, Silverton. The turn off is between Creswell Road and James Drive. Safe parking is available within the boundaries of the fenced property.

Format: Braai facilities are available at the venue. You are most welcome to make use of these facilities from 15:00. The auction will be preceded by a cheese and wine function. A cash bar is available for soft drinks as well as something stronger should you wish to calm the nerves.

Time: 19:00 for 19:30 for the cheese and wine function. The auction will start at 19:45 and pauses will only occur if and when the auctioneer feels that he has time in hand for the auction to finish by about 22:00. 

Dress code: Smart casual

Auctioneer: Gustav Goldschagt of City Wheels.

Registration as bidder: Persons who wish to register as prospective buyers must please do so between 18:00 and 19:30 at the Auction venue, so that our proceedings can start at 19:45. Registration forms will also be available at the conference for those who wish to register early as well as at the information desk at the South African National Clivia Show on Saturday 9th from 08:00. 

A total of 58 plants have been accepted for the Live Auction. These plants can be viewed at http://www.cliviasociety.org/ipw-web/gallery/Clivia-2006-auction-plants.  The actual plants will be on display at the South African National Clivia Show (Hoërskool Die Wilgers) on Saturday 9th September from 8:00. Note that section winners of the South African National Show offered for auction by their respective owners will be added to the list of plants to be auctioned. Details of such additions will be made known by placing a notice board at the winning plant in the section. A list of these section winners that have been entered for the auction will also be displayed at the main entrance of the show hall. Note that section winner entries will remain part of the show until 16:00 on Sunday 10th September, with the result that successful bidders can only take possession of these plants at 16:00 on Sunday 10th September.

Persons who cannot attend the Live Auction but who wish to bid on items listed on the Clivia Society website (http://www.cliviasociety.org/ipw-web/gallery/Clivia-2006-auction-plants), may do so by submitting an e-mail (clearly specifying the lot number and bid amount in ZAR (Rand)) to auction@cliviasociety.org not later than 14:00 UTC/GMT (16:00 local time in Pretoria) on Saturday 9th September. The e-mail bidder must please clearly indicate who will be responsible to accept and remove the plant should he or she be successful with their bid. Photographs of late additions (e.g. show section winners) will be available on the website from 09:00 UTC/GMT (11:00 local time in Pretoria) on the 9th. 
Bids of the following format: “Highest bid at Live Auction plus R10.00” will not be accepted.  A real maximum amount needs to be specified.  The auctioneer will deal with such bids in the following manner:

Suppose you have specified R2000.00 as the maximum amount that you are prepared to pay.  The highest bid received at the Live Auction is R1400.00. Your bid will be accepted and the purchase price will be R1400.00 plus 10% (R140) = R1540.

If the highest bid does not reach the reserve price then the reserve price will be taken as the highest bid, without the 10% increment.

For obvious reasons e-mailed bids will be confidential. All bids submitted by e-mail will be sealed separately in envelopes by lot number and handed to the auctioneer for consideration with each appropriate lot. The following should be clearly specified in all e-mail bids (please submit separate bids for separate lots). For your convenience we have prepared a bidding form which is attached as file “Form for e-mail bidding”
